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Fraktur is a purely German development of the
Gothic script, and in fact became the national hand
of the country. It began to decay in the 16th and 17th
centuries when pen flourishes and scroll work became
overdone. This hand features compressed letters and
sharper angles than the original Gothic hand. It is an
attractive script, but somewhat difficult to read, and
therefore rnot particularly suitable for signs with
highway locations.
